BUS SUBSIDIES 

We provide a bus subsidy to help offset the costs of attending the GETT Gathering for schools that 

bring 15 students or more. The subsidy can be applied for through a form link that will be emailed to 

you after attending the GETT Gathering. Subsidy amounts are based on the total 

kilometers of your trip: 

0-99KMS = $100/bus 

100-250KMS = $200/bus 

Over 250KMS = $400/bus
