TIE BREAKING PROCESS 
If two or more participants are tied in points at the end of the competition, the following tie breaking 
procedure will be used: 
 Step 1.     Participant with the highest Safety score. 
 Step 2.     Participant who has completed the project in the least amount of time. 
 Step 3.     Re-evaluate the projects with different judges. 
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*PLEASE NOTE: Unsafe work practices will result in points being deducted from the 
competitor’s overall score. 
*PLEASE NOTE: Any communication between spectators (including teachers, parents, 
chaperones, etc.) and competitors during the contest times may be seen as coaching and 
could result in points being deducted from the competitor’s overall score.
