CONTEST INTRODUCTION 
The purpose of the Secondary Electrical competition is to provide high school students (referred to as 
secondary competitors) with an opportunity to compete with their peers in the practical application of 
the Canadian Electrical Code. It is understood that secondary students have not had the opportunity to 
attend post-secondary electrical training. However, many students can learn electrical skills via their 
high school programs, work experience(s) and/or RAP placements. 
 
SKILLS AND KNOWLEDGE TO BE TESTED 

• Interpreting and using basic electrical design & diagrams of a physical facility 

• Wiring (AC90 & NMD) a sub panel and various branch circuits using standard trade practices, 
complying with relevant sections of the current CEC. Wiring will be fished/pulled to various circuits. 

• Basic conduit bending. (EMT) may include offsets, saddles, 90 degree bends and strapping. 

• Determining adequate protection for equipment and components.

Competitors will be judged on: 

• Observance of Occupational Health and Safety rules 

• Observance of Canadian Electrical Code regulations 

• Interpretations of diagrams, plans and estimates 

• Installation techniques 

• Planning and organization of work 

• Choice and economical use of materials  

• Installation techniques: location of devices and conduit  

• Verification of function 

• Identification of circuit breakers  

• Connection of conductors 

• Housekeeping

CLOTHING REQUIREMENT
