PAYMENT INFORMATION 
SCA  is responsible for booking ALL travel and accommodations for secondary competitors, secondary chaperones, and 

post-secondary competitors only. Competitor package fees are $1100. and chaperone package fees are $1950. 

Competitors and chaperones must confirm with their school how fees will be covered.  Invoices will be sent to all 

schools directly after the SCNC. 

 

TEAM ALBERTA UNIFORM 
Each competitor will receive a Team Alberta t-shirt and a plaid button up shirt. Competitors must wear an item of the 
team uniform on competition day(s) at the SCNC.  

Travel to Airport: Competitors will wear the Team AB plaid shirt or t-shirt. 

Opening & Closing Ceremonies: Competitors are to wear the Team AB plaid shirt (either buttoned up, or open with the Team AB     
t-shirt underneath) along with black pants/skirt & black shoes. 

FLIGHT INFO

COMPETITION DOCUMENTS 
Team Alberta competitors are required to review the contest description, project, and supplementary information 

available on the SCNC website.  Information regarding your competition can be found online. Please review all 

documents to ensure that you understand and are prepared for the tasks you will be required to do. Competitors are 

responsible for ensuring they have all the required tools and equipment, safety supplies, and technology noted in the 

contest description. It is the responsibility of the Team Alberta competitor to ensure they are working off the most 

current documents for their specific event. 

TOOLBOX DROP OFF AND PICK UP 

Toolbox drop off will take place on Tuesday, May 26 at the competition venue, prior to checking into the hotel. 

Toolboxes must be securely labeled with the SCC Competitor Toolbox Label prior to venue drop off.  

 

Once you have checked in your toolbox, you will not be permitted to remove it until the competition has finished. 

Competitors are responsible for removing their toolbox/equipment from their skill area and transporting it back to the 

hotel at the end of the competition. If required, SCA will assist in transporting toolboxes to the hotel after the 

competition on Friday May 29th. Additional info on this will be posted on Discord.    

 

COMPETITOR ORIENTATION 
SCNC competitor orientation will take place on Wednesday May 27 from 2:00 PM –3:15 PM in respective skills areas. 

Orientations are mandatory for all competitors. The meeting is designed to prepare competitors for their contests. The 

National Technical Committee will provide instructions in the official language of the competitor’s choice.
